Assets can be tagged using bar-

codes, serial numbering or RFID 

Tags. RFID tags use radio waves to communicate with the digital receiver used during 

inspections and are completely passive, meaning that they do not require batteries or a 

power source to operate. RFID is recommended for use in rugged industrial 

environments. A variety of Tags are available that are resilient to wear, water, dirt, 

chemicals, etc. 

This system is currently used by BBMV on the C510 Liverpool Street and Whitechapel 

Project, with a specific implementation concerning the inspection of pipework used for 

pumped concrete.
