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Thumbs Up

Problem:

Across BFK sites, some machinery has to operate in restricted
spaces, leaving little room for operatives to approach or pass
the machine. This increases the risk of being struck by the
machine.

Solution:

BFK have introduced new signage to be displayed on the back
of all 360° excavators (see pictures to the right). The signs
remind operators of the importance of making eye contact with
the driver and receiving a ‘thumbs up’ acknowledgement from
them before approaching or passing the machine.

In addition, a notice has been placed in the cab of each GET EYE CONTACT & THUMBS UP
machine, this reminds the driver that they must ground the FROM THE DRIVER BEFORE
bucket and apply the dead man handle before giving the APPROACHING OR PASSING
thumbs up to the operative, displaying that it is safe to pass.
